FAMILIARIZATION WITH THE SPECIFIC
ORGANIZATION OF DIFFERENT NATIONS
DANCES AS A MEAN OF FORMING MUSICAL AND
RHYTHMIC CULTURE OF JUNIOR
SCHOOLCHILDREN

The globe is inhabited by people of many nationalities.
Every nation has a distinctive and unique character, its
national face, system of views and ideas, its creativity.
People, leaving in different, often distant areas, have many
common features and elements of folk traditions, although
there are many differences, even in the cultural traditions,
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including music. Thus the question arises: what had caused
these features that distinguish national identities from one
another? What is the source of the peculiar and unique
features that differentiate each nation from others? The task
of this article is to answer these questions.

As it is known, historical development had formed a
musical culture of each nation, distinctive, unsurpassed and
interesting. Every musical culture has its own specific
character and flavor. In our article we will show how one
can identify the country, its uniqueness and distinguishing
characteristic by using rhythmic patterns of folk dances.
These determine the relevance of this work.

According to M. Bazhan, the concept of "rhythm" is
derived from Greek "regularity”, "measure™ and means
regular alternation of organized sound elements. In music
rhythm shows as an organized alternation of sounds of
different duration, and that is a mean of expression and
music forming. Rhythm is a core element of musical
intonation and it is extremely various. There are certain
rhythmic formulas and phrases specific to one or another
national music, songs and dances (Hopak, Polka, Mazurka),
genres.

The theoretical background of the study of rhythm sense
in the process of music perception and comprehension is
appeared in the works of B. Asafiev, V. Medushevsky,
E. Nazajkinsky, A. Sohor, B. Teplov, G. Tsypin. Pedagogical
conditions of aesthetic development of children by means of
music is reflected in the works of O. Apraksina, E. Abdulin,
N. Vetlugina, V. Petrushyn, K. Tarasova. All these works
make up significant scientific achievements. However, in our
view, not all questions have been completely and fully
answered in these works, including development of a
schoolchildren' rhythm sense, basing on the example of
various countries. If a child has no emotional experience of
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music, she/he is not able to recreate playing piece
expressively, to move according to the composition nature.

Musical sounds have different characteristics: height,
timbre, dynamics, duration. The total length of the sound is a
core of musical rhythm. A feeling of emotional
expressiveness, musical rhythm and its recreating in the
movements helps to develop one of the child’s musical
ability — musical and rhythmic sense. It is formed and
developed during different kinds of music activities: singing,
playing musical instruments, rhythmic movements and
listening to music. But in our opinion, the process of
listening to music is the best way to develop musical and
rhythmic sense. It's no coincidence that rhythm is of great
harmonic value in art. During his research V. Bekhterev
concluded that the musical rhythm is able to establish a
balance of the child's nervous system activity, and to indulge
too excited children and shake slow ones. Child's rhythm
sense plays a regulating role in the musical environment.
That is why we believe that during listening not only child's
ear for music is developing, but also a rhythmic pattern is
appeared, by which child could understand (having some
knowledge) what country is referred. Our research is based
on a program "Music Art for 4" Form", because in the 4™
form children make first steps in acquainting with musical
culture of other nations. And folk dances of different
countries are used in the program for 4™ form (in its part,
dedicated to listening to music).

Presented examples of musical-rhythmic features of
different nations dances that could be recreated in
movements by schoolchildren are the material for
familiarizing children with the characteristic features of
these dances, and for understanding their significance in the
world cultures.
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So, with the help of folk dances and their specific
rhythmic patterns kids from 4™ form could recognize a
country, its distinctive and unique features. A rhythmic
pattern of a certain dance creates a uniqueness and
peculiarity of each nation flavor, which in turn enables us to
understand and to go into the study of musical-rhythmic
culture of schoolchildren.
